For private courses you must make 
arrangements directly with a Skate 
Canada certified coach who appears 
on our CPAB COACHES LIST. Be 
advised that these arrangements 
should be made before the start of 
the season in accordance with your 
child’s skating schedule. You are 
responsible for paying all coaching 
costs directly to the coach.

UNIFORM REGULATIONS  
 
CanSkate (PP 3-5 years old): 
All children are required to wear a hockey or 
bicycle helmet at all times, as well as gloves or 
mittens, otherwise they will not be allowed on the 
ice for safety reasons. 
 
CanSkate (PP 5 years and up): 
Skaters must present themselves at the Michel-
Normandin Arena on the 12th or the 20th of August 
2008 between 19h30 and 21h00 to take possession 
of:  

• A blue skirt (girl) or blue pants (boys). 
These articles remain the property of the 
Brossard F.S.C. and must be returned to the 
club, washed and in good condition at the end 
of the season or at the departure of the skater if 
he/she does not finish the season.  
A deposit of $20 will be payable for each 
article of clothing lent and will be reimbursed 
when the article is returned at the end of the 
season.  
 
• A white sweatshirt with the colour logo of 
the club: cost $20. This is yours to keep. 
 
• Girls need to buy beige leotards, in any 
skating or dance boutique. 

 
• All children below level 4 are required to 
wear a hockey or bicycle helmet 

 
All members of CPA Brossard must possess 
a Valid Servicard from the city of Brossard 
available at the city hall and be a resident of 
Brossard.  For all skaters who are new 
arrivals or have changed address, a 
photocopy of proof of resident will be needed 
for registration.
